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When explorers, fur trappers 
and prospectors discovered the 
area, they put River City, as Red 
River was first called, on the 
map.  Hundreds of gold, silver 
and copper mines were carved 
into the mountain with names 
like Golden Treasure, Silver King 
and Black Copper.  Red River’s 
population soared.  There were 
two general mercantiles, a livery 
stable, two newspapers, a saw-
mill, blacksmith shop, barber 
shop, more than a dozen sa-
loons, several hotels and board-
ing houses, a dance hall and a 
hospital.  There was also a red 
light district with plenty of gam-
bling and bar room brawls.

The mines played out even-
tually, but soon homesteaders 
outnumbered prospectors.  The 
town gained new momentum by 
renting abandoned mining cabins 
to fl atland visitors seeking refuge 
from the heat.  In the late 1920s 

and early 1930s, Red River was 
designated the “mountain play-
ground” that it is today.

The things that make Red 
River an excellent vacation des-
tination also make it a wonder-
ful place to call home. Our town 
has a true sense of community 
and neighborly spirit.  Expect a 
relaxed pace of life and an abun-
dance of things to do, wrapped 
in miles of natural beauty just 
outside your door.  That’s not to 
mention the best of every sea-
son from sparkling white winters 
to sunny 75O summers.  

Red River is nestled in north-
ern New Mexico’s beautiful San-
gre de Cristo Mountains, close 
to many things, but far enough 
away to feel a world apart.  With 
high-speed Internet, an expand-
ing regional transit system, and a 
dynamic economic development 
plan underway, it’s an exciting 
time to be a part of Red River’s 
business community.

When the town began, Mor-
rison moved to town, too, along 
with the building, and so began 
the fi rst store in Portales.  The 
town began growing up around the 
one-story structure and adopted 
the name Portales from the near-
est landmark, Portales Springs.  
The name was given to the early 
site because caves resembled 
the “porches” of Spanish adobe 
houses, and “porches” in Spanish 
is “Portales.”

One of the world’s most impor-
tant archaeological sites is seven 
miles north of Portales. An abun-
dance of artifacts has been found 
in this area, and archaeologists 
believe these discoveries tell of life 
11,000 to 12,670 years ago.

RED RIVER
The Red River area is deep in 

Ute and Jicarilla Apach-
es fought and raided nearby 
pueblos and roamed the area.

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ROSWELL
The c i ty  of  Roswell  and 

Chaves County have been im-
portant historical sites throughout 
the history of human habitation in 
North America.  Roswell, situated 
at the confluence of three riv-
ers – the Spring, the Hondo, the 
Pecos – was established in 1870 
by Van Smith, although the fi rst 
historically documented settle-
ment (1867) in the area was a 
settlement of crude adobe huts 
at “Rio Hondo,” the present day 
neighborhood of Chihuahuita.  
The Roswell and Chaves County 
area was contained within the 
original homeland of the Mes-
calero Apaches and overlapped 
the hunting grounds of the Com-
manches and became the camp-
site on the Goodnight-Loving Trail, 
which opened in 1866.  The trail 
brought the ranching industry to 
the area, which fl ourishes to the 
present day.

Visitors to the city will find a 
plethora of cultural activities.  For 
example, museum and art lovers 
of every age and interest can ex-
plore five outstanding museums: 
the Anderson Museum of Con-
temporary Art, featuring a wide 
ranging collection of modern art; 
the Roswell Museum and Art Cen-
ter, with its collection of paintings 
by Peter Hurd, Henriette Wyeth, 
Georgia O’Keefe, as well as the 
fabulous Rogers Aston Indian 
Gallery; the Historical Center for 
Southwest New Mexico, located 
in the James Phelps White stately 
home and filled with antiques, ar-
tifacts, and a changing gallery of 

exhibits; the General Douglas L. 
McBride Museum, with its military 
armament displays; and the Inter-
national UFO Museum, featuring 
UFO phenomenon exhibits.  

All the museums are free;

can be obtained by clicking on 
www.roswell.cvb.com or calling 
the Roswell Visitors Center at 
(575) 624-7704 or fax the Visitors 
Center at (575) 624-7712.

And there’s much more to do 
in this All-America City.  If your 
cup of tea is stargazing and planet 
exploration, the Robert H. God-
dard Planetarium is an exciting 
choice.  Bird watchers and wildlife 
afi cionados will relish trips to Bitter 
Lake Wildlife Refuge with its des-
ignated fi shing and hunting areas 
and fl ocks of migratory fowl.  The 
Spring River Park and Zoo boasts 
animal exhibits, paved bicycle 
paths, a children’s fishing lake, 
a carousel, and a miniature train 
ride.  Golfers will enjoy two of the 
fi nest courses in Southeast New 
Mexico: Spring River Golf Course, 
an 18-hole golf course open to the 
public and New Mexico Military In-
stitute’s 18-hole course also open 
to the public.

If you crave more athletic ad-
venture, you’re in luck.  Bottomless 
Lakes State Park – 12 miles West 
of Roswell with camping, showers, 
and bathroom facilities available 
– has swimming, fi shing, boating, 
and hiking.  Cahoon Park Swim-
ming Pool is Roswell’s largest 
outdoor pool (540,000 gallons) in 
a park setting with picnicking fa-
cilities available, as well as lighted 

tennis courts.  An indoor heated, 
lap pool is open to the public for 
a per day usage fee at Roswell 
Racquet Club & Spa.  The Club 
also offers six racquetball courts, 
weight room, three jacuzzis, and 
aerobics classes.  In addition, the 
city offers a bowling alley.

Those who love the perform-
ing arts will not be disappointed 
with Roswell’s offerings.  Theater 
lovers will delight in the Roswell 
Community Little Theatre perfor-
mances, which occur during the 
fall and winter months.  In addition 
the community is justly proud of 
its’ Roswell Symphony Orchestra, 
performances held in New Mexico 
Military Institute’s Pearson Audi-
torium.  Allen Theaters, with eight 
separate movie screens at three 
different locations, bring nationally 
acclaimed movies to the area.

For those who want to walk 
that extra mile, a broad range of 
architectural styles – Gothic Re-
vival, Greek Revival, Queen Anne, 
Hipped Box, Spanish Pueblo, 
Mission Revival, Prairie Style, 
California Mission – await those 
who check out the walking tour.  
Maps for this walking tour are 
available at The Historical Center 
for Southeast New Mexico at 200

For those fi fty and over, Ro-
swell offers horizon-expanding 
opportunities.  The Senior Circle 
Group, the largest in the U.S. 

with over 3,000 members, offers 
activities ranging from overseas 
trips to an author lecture series.  
Complementing this group is the 
Roswell Adult Center which offers 
over 30 activities and courses each 
semester taught by experts in their 
fi elds: money management, Span-
ish, German, line dancing, yoga, 
jewelry making, and woodworking.  
One or two of the clubs require a 
small admission fee.  Activities at 
The Adult Center and Senior Circle 
entail small fees.  Enjoy your stay 
in Roswell, the Alien Capitol of 
the World.

RUIDOSO
There is an enchanting place 

in southern New Mexico where 
outlaws roamed and Indians 
dance with the spirits of their an-
cestors.  There is a place where 
breezes softly rustle majestic 
pines, where trout leap from their 
watery homes.  This Is Billy the 
Kid Country, Ruidoso, New Mex-
ico, and it is home to all of these 
images and so much more.

Nestled in the mountains of 
the southern–most Rockies, Rui-
doso is a bustling village opening 
its arms to thousands of visitors 
annually as they discover the 
area’s many treasures.

At an elevation of 7,000 feet, it 
was the cool mountain pines that 
originally brought visitors to this 
area; it was the wealth of things to 
do that made them stay.

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Much of the county is devoted to 
the one million acre Lincoln Na-
tional Forest, and nature is the 
primary passion of the forest’s 
many visitors.  For the avid an-
gler, local streams and lakes are 
stocked at different times of the 
year with rainbow trout.

The rich mountain area is dot-
ted with trails for hikers, mountain 
bikers, and horseback riders.  All 
of them are easily negotiated. 
Several stables provide rental 
horses at hourly or daily rates 
and mountain bikes are available 
for rent.  Big game hunting oppor-
tunities abound, with deer, elk, 
bear and turkey being the most-
sought-after game.  Visitors can 
contact several local outfi tters to 
schedule a hunt.

Many of the area’s terrific at-
tractions are found along the Billy 
the Kid National Scenic Byway.  
This driving loop circles much 
of  the county, allowing visitors 
the chance to see a wide range 
of local topography, attractions, 
historic and artistic venues.

When it comes to excitement 
of a different nature, Ruidoso 
Downs Race Track Is the obvi-
ous place to go.  Home to the 
world’s richest Quarter Horse 
race, the $1 million All American 

Futurity, the Downs features the 
best Quarter Horses in the world 
and the finest Thoroughbred rac-
ing in the southwest.  Live racing 
begins in May and runs through 
Labor Day weekend.  The race-
track is also home to the Rui-
doso Downs Race Horse Hall 
of Fame, a tribute to the people 
and horses who have made 
Ruidoso Downs Race Track the 
world’s most renowned Quarter 
Horse track.

The area’s three casinos offer 
even more fun for your money.  
Full gaming can be found at Ca-
sino Apache and the new Casino 
Apache Travel Center.  The Billy 
the Kid Casino is located next 
door to Ruidoso Downs Race 
Track and offers 300 slot ma-
chines that provide all the noise 
and glitter of Vegas, while the off-
track betting facility broadcasts 
races from around the country.

The Hubbard Museum of the 
American West is one of the most 
respected museums in the state, 
housing an extensive permanent 
collection and ever-changing 
schedule of shows and activities.  

The Hubbard Museum hous-
es the Museum of the Horse and 
the Anne C. Stradling Collection 
and is affiliated with the Smith-

sonian in Washington D.C.  Fea-
turing a magnificent collection 
of carriages, wagons, saddles, 
fine art and Indian artifacts, the 
role of the horse in the American 
West is highlighted in great de-
tail.  “Free Spirits at Noisy Water 
a landmark Dave McGary bronze 
installation of seven larger-than-
life horses graces the entrance 
to the Museum.

The old West is much more 
than a distant memory for Lin-
coln County and the surrounding 
area.  Just down the valley from 
Ruidoso is the historic town of 
Lincoln.  During 1878 and 1879, 
the citizens of this town experi-
enced a full fledged war between 
two opposing merchants.  Known 
as the Lincoln County War, this 
hard fought conflict brought no-
toriety to a young gun slinger 
called Billy the Kid.  Today, old 
Lincoln, through careful pres-
ervation and restoration, has 
emerged as a visible reminder of 
the past. Within the town’s limits 
are 11 state monuments, includ-
ing four museums.  The muse-
ums pay tribute to the Lincoln 
County War, Mescalero Apache 
Indians, the Buffalo Soldiers, 
and of course, Billy the Kid.

After soaking up some histo-

ry, you will be more than ready to 
soak up some sun at one of the 
area’s three public golf courses. 
Ruidoso’s only municipal facility, 
the Links at Sierra Blanca, is a 
world class, 18-hole course.  The 
Scottish style course is designed 
to be both challenging for the 
experienced golfer and fun for 
the novice.  The Links has been 
named the 6th best golf course 
in the state by ‘Golf Digest’ 
magazine. Other notable area 
courses include Cree Meadows 
Golf Course, the area’s oldest 
and most established course.  
The nearby Inn of the Mountain 
Gods Golf Course winds around 
a man-made lake, and is ranked 
among the top 20 resort golf 
courses in the United States.  An 
added advantage of the courses 
in Ruldoso is that they are open 
year-round!

One of the fi nest attractions 
in the Ruidoso area is the spec-
tacular Spencer Theater for the 
Performing Arts.  This state-of-
the-art hall features world class 
performers in a breathtaking 
setting. Set high on a mesa just 
outside of Ruidoso, the Spencer 
Theater hosts Broadway shows, 
dance troupes, and music from 
around the world.

You’ll discover a variety of 
specialty shops and boutiques 
throughout Ruidoso and Lin-
coln County.  Handmade cloth-
ing and other handcrafted items 
from local artisans are unique to 
the area.  Ruidoso is becom-
ing well known for its thriving 
artist colony.  Original art in all 
mediums is created here, often 
inspired by the beautiful setting. 
In 1999, Ruidoso was ranked 
as one of the 100 best small art 
towns in America.

Special events have always 

been part of Ruidoso’s year-
round appeal.  The Lincoln 
County Cowboy Symposium, the 
nation’s premier cowboy gather-
ing, is held every October.  The 
Lincoln County Cowboy Sym-
posium has been named one 
of the Top 100 Events in North 
America by the American Bus 
Association.

SIERRA COUNTY 
Including Chloride, Elephant Butte, 
Hillsboro, Kingston, Monticello, 
Truth or Consequences - Historic 
Mining Communities.

CHLORIDE
Located 2 miles S.W. of Winston 
on Forest Road 226.

Chloride was founded in 
1880. Englishman Harry Pye had 
discovered silver ore there in the 
late 1870s, and soon after Pye 
was killed by Apaches, word of 
the silver fi nd got out.  Despite 
the threat of Indian attacks Chlo-
ride grew to over 3,000 people.  
In its heyday it had nine saloons, 
a general store, a dry goods 
store, a millinery shop, a res-
taurant, a butcher shop, a candy 
store, a pharmacy, a Chinese 
laundry, a photography studio, 
a school, and two hotels.  The 
Black Range newspaper was 
printed in Chloride from 1882 
to 1896.  Of the nearly 500 sur-
veyed mines and prospect holes 
in the Apache Mining District, a 
dozen or so made big mines, in-
cluding the Silver Monument, the 
U.S. Treasury, and the St. Cloud, 
which is still in operation, though 
not mining silver.

The demise of Chloride be-
gan with the Silver Panic of 1893 
and was hastened by the presi-
dential election of 1896, which 
resulted in a drastic decline in 
silver prices. 

Many of Chloride’s original 
structures still stand.  The old 
Pioneer Store is now a museum; 
next door the former Monte Cris-
to Saloon and Dance Hall houses 
a gift shop and gallery featuring 
work by local artists. Both are 
open seven days a week from 10 
a.m. – 4 p. m.  Harry Pye’s cabin 
is available as a vacation rent-
al.  Other landmarks in this tiny 
town (population 11) include the 
200-year-old Hanging Tree and 
Doodle Dum, the workshop of 
longtime resident Cassie Hobbs 
(1904–1989).

ELEPHANT BUTTE
The City of Elephant Butte sits 

overlooking New Mexico’s largest 
lake on the Rio Grande between 
two mountain ranges, the San An-
dres and the Black Range. 

This high plains desert area 
boasts clear skies and beautiful 
sunrises/sunsets.  A dry temperate 
climate offers opportunities for lake 
fi shing, boating, skiing and a variety 
of other water activities, all within 
Elephant Butte Lake State Park.   
Surrounding the lake area there 
are outstanding hiking, kayaking, 
bicycling, walking, birding, rock 
climbing, golf, tennis, four wheeling, 
ghost towns and beautiful vistas for 
the avid photographer.

Recreational vehicle parks as 
well as hotel/motel accommoda-
tions are easily available within 
the area and in the nearby City of 
Truth or Consequences.  

Truth or Consequences, for-
merly known as “Hot Springs” 
provides a wide range of hot 
spring mineral baths for relaxing 
after an active day.

HILLSBORO
Located 32 miles S.W. of Truth or 
Consequences  on NM 152.

Hillsboro was born in 1877 
when gold was found at the near-
by Opportunity and Ready Pay 
mines.  Despite fi erce Indian at-
tacks, the town grew, becoming 
the county seat in 1884.  Area 
mines produced more than $6 
million in gold and silver, and by 
1907 the town had a population 
of 1,200.  

Today, this charming, peace-
ful village of a hundred souls, 
which boasts flower-filled yards 
and old cottonwoods lining the 
main street, offers many en-
ticements, including gift shops; 
restaurants; artist studios and 
galleries; the remains of the old 
county courthouse; the Black 
Range Museum; Union Church; 
and Our Lady of Guadalupe 
Catholic Church.  Hillsboro’s 
Heritage Day is held annually on 
the day before Mother’s Day.

KINGSTON
Located 9 miles West of Hillsboro 
on NM 152.

Kingston was founded when 
a rich lode of silver ore was dis-

covered at the Solitaire in 1882.  
It grew rapidly and was the larg-
est town in the territory – and 
one of the wildest in the Wild 
West.  The town soon offered 
all of the trappings of civilization 
and culture.  Numerous hotels 
played host to the likes of Mark 
Twain, Butch Cassidy and the 
Sundance Kid, and Black Jack 
Ketchum.  Stage lines served 
all major routes, and the town 
supported twenty-three saloons, 
some of which advertised fresh 
oysters 24 hours a day!  

The town also had 14 grocery 
and general stores; a brewery; 
three newspapers; and an Op-
era House where the Lillian Rus-
sell Troupe once performed.  Al-
bert Bacon Fall and Ed Doheny 
of the Teapot Dome Scandal got 
their start in Kingston.  

From those glory days, the 
old Assay Office and the remains 
of the Victorio Hotel have been 
renovated as private residences.  
The Black Range Lodge, a bed 
and breakfast, offers accom-
modations in a setting of mas-
sive stonewalls and log-beamed 
ceilings constructed from the 
ruins of what once was Pretty 
Sam’s Casino.  Some Kingston 
residents offer straw-bale and 
natural building workshops. Visit 
www.landerland.com and www.

MONTICELLO
Located 25 miles North of Truth or 
Consequences on NM 142.

Monticello was founded by 
ranchers and farmers in 1856 as 
Cañada Alamosa (Cottonwood

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Canyon).  In 1881 its fi rst postmas-
ter, Aristide Bourguet, renamed the 
town that was located not far from 
the headquarters for the Warm 
Springs Apache Agency.  

Built in a square around a 
plaza in order to protect resi-
dents from attack, the town fea-
tures old adobe homes that have 
been restored by new residents.  
Mass is still said at historic San 
Ignacio Catholic Church, built in 
1867, and the local cemetery has 
graves dating from the 1800s.  

TRUTH OR 
CONSEQUENCES

Truth or Consequences, in 
Sierra County, is located along 
the Rio Grande and near New 
Mexico’s largest lakes, Elephant 
Butte Lake and Caballo Lake. 
Known for its mild winters, it is 
a popular destination for those 
seeking a respi te f rom cold 
climes, rejuvenation in it’s hot 
mineral waters and an escape 
from big city hustle and bustle.

Lakes, rivers and mountains 
surround Truth or Consequenc-
es making i t  a  recreat ional 
paradise.  With a year-round 
mild and sunny climate, outdoor 
enthusiasts find plenty of op-
portunities for boating, fishing, 
sailing, kayaking, rafting, golf-
ing, mountain biking, camping, 
hiking and horseback riding.  
This area is a birders’ paradise 
and is located along a major 
flyway with abundant wetlands 
and riparian areas. 

There are three nearby New 
Mexico State Parks providing 

camping and RV hookups: El-
ephant Butte Lake State Park, 
Caballo Lake State Park, and 
Percha Dam State Park.  Truth 
or Consequences historically 
has been known as a center for 
healing.  The entire downtown is 
designated as the Hot Springs 
Historic District and sits atop a 
huge pool of geothermally heated 
mineral water. 

Temperatures range between 
95 – 112 degrees F.  With no 
unpleasant odor or taste, these 
waters are said to be magical, 
providing relief from stress and 
muscular pain. Upon entering the 
water one feels rejuvenated with a 
rush of warmth and ease.  There 
are ten hot springs facilities avail-
able in the downtown area.  Some 
of them offer free-fl owing natural 
pebble bottoms and some have 
tiled tubs.  Some offer spa services 
such as massage, facials, refl exol-
ogy and hot rock treatments.

Truth or Consequences is 
home to a vibrant artist community.  
Galleries and small colorful shops 
are clustered in the quaint down-
town area.  An Art Hop takes place 
on the second Saturday of each 
month,  providing an opportunity to 
view local art in full display.   Visit 
www.sierracountynewmexico.info 
for more information and a listing 
of festivals and events. 

WINSTON
Located 38 miles N.W. of Truth or 
Consequences on NM 52.

Winston (first called Fairview) 
was settled in 1881 by miners 
who found nearby Chloride “too 

rowdy.”  It had a school, bars, 
a newspaper, horse races, and 
featured plays and songfests at 
Cloudman Hall (named for the 
local butcher).  Miner, business-
man, and future state legislator 
Frank H. Winston, who came 
to town in 1882, owned several 
businesses and generously gave 
credit to customers in hard times.  
When he died in 1929, the town 
was renamed in his honor.  

While Winston flourished 
until the silver panic of 1893, to-
day only a few families remain.  
Winston’s home and carriage 
house still stand, along with the 
1890 schoolhouse, the old post 
office, and other historic build-
ings.  The town, home to the 
Winston Store, the Diamond 
Bar, and the Black Range Camp, 
hosts the WCCD (for Winston, 
Chloride, Dusty and Chiz) Fes-
tival each June.  

TAOS
One Destination,

Infi nite Possibilities
D.H. Lawrence said: “You can-

not come to Taos without feeling 
that here is one of the chosen spots 
on earth.”

The history of Taos Valley can 
be interpreted through artifacts 
left by many diverse cultures 
that have called it home.  Strong 
evidence suggests that as far 
back as 13,000 years ago, the 
ancestors of today’s Pueblo 
Indians lived here.  The Town of 
Taos itself is more than 400 years 
old, reaching back to the Span-
ish exploration and settlement 
of New Mexico.  Taos history 
is filled with colorful characters 
who helped make Taos what it is 
today.  From trappers and trad-
ers to wealthy heiresses, remit-
tance men, legendary artists and 
farsighted entrepreneurs.  Taos 
historic museums, many of which 
are National Historic Landmarks 
offer a glimpse of how our early 
settlers lived.

The Kit Carson Home & Mu-
seum,  1825;  B lumensche in 
Home & Museum, 1797, home of 
Ernest Blumenschein, co-found-
er of the Taos Society of Artists.

Rogers Museum showcasing 
exhibits from the once-private 
collection of Standard Oil heir-
ess, Millicent Rogers.

Taos has always been and 
continues to be an art mecca.   
In 1962 actor Raymond Burr 
said “In the 1920s there were 
more great artists in Taos than 
anywhere else in the world, and 
to a great extent that still holds 
true today.”  The artists of Taos 
today continue to uphold that 
tradition.  Taos lives and breathes 
art, from the traditional santeros 
to the modern day, all of the arts 
are celebrated.  It’s a way of life 
that honors a way of life.  The 
diversity of Taos’ creativity and 
talent are showcased at the an-
nual Spring Arts Celebrations, 
Fall Festivals, Film Festivals and 
Yuletide events as well as in the 
restaurants, inns, coffee shops, 
galleries and studios.

Besides visiting the museums 
and galleries, a trip to Taos is 
not complete without a visit to 
the Taos Pueblo, the home of the 
Taos Pueblo people for over 1000 

years and now a UNESCO site.  
Ceremonials take place through-
out the year.

During the 1800s, the San Fran-
cisco de Assis Mission Church was 
built in the village of Ranchos de 
Taos.   Now one of the most paint-
ed and photographed churches 
in the country, made famous by 
Georgia O’Keefe.

The Historic District of Taos 
is home to museums, galleries, 
shops and restaurants with the 
plaza being the site of the origi-
nal Spanish settlement.  Visit Kit 
Carson Road, Bent Street and 
Ledoux Street.

Eight miles northwest of Taos 
is the Rio Grande Gorge Bridge 
spanning the river at 650 feet 
with breathtaking views.  Raft-
ing and hiking along the river 
take you through archaeological 
sites, petroglyphs, old cabins and 
breathtaking scenery.  Or you can 
relax in the natural hot springs.

A little further down the road 
you can experience a tour of the 
Earthship community, homes 
made from recycled and environ-
mentally friendly products.

Anytime of the year is a good 
time to take a scenic ride to the 
Taos Ski Valley.  Nature in its full 
glory with hikes and trails waiting to 
be discovered in this alpine resort 
area in the Carson National Forest.  
Renowned author and artist, D.H. 
Lawrence’s ashes are interned in a 
shrine to him at the D.H. Lawrence 
Ranch located 15 miles north of 
Taos in the scenic village of San 
Cristobal.  The Enchanted Circle 
offers a breathtaking 84 mile scenic 
loop with several points of interest, 
drive through two ski areas, a ghost 
town and by Eagle Nest Lake – with 
opportunities for hiking.

Take in the scenery on horse-
back.  Take a llama to lunch, or 
greet the dawn in a hot air balloon 
ride over the gorge – and so much 
more!  These are just a few of 
the things to do on a trip to Taos.

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BISTI BADLANDS WILDERNESS, is 
a federal wilderness area.  Day hiking 
is permitted here and you will see 
many strange geological formations 
and fossils.

CHACO CANYON NATIONAL HIS-
TORICAL PARK, located off U.S. 550 
SE.  Turn three miles past Nageezi onto 
CR 7900 and follow the signs.  This 
canyon served as a major urban center 
of ancestrial Puebloan culture.

DRY CIMARRON SCENIC BYWAY, 
is a great trip to take with the kids.  
See wagon ruts of the Santa Fe Trail, 
walk through an old mining camp, see 
dinosaur tracks and take a walk into the 
crater of a volcano.

FOUR CORNERS MONUMENT.  The 
only location in the U.S. where four 
states meet in a single spot.  Standing 
on the brass cap allows you to stand 
in Arizona, New Mexico, Colorado and 
Utah at one time.  The monument is 
located on Navajo Nation land, please 
respect their land and customs.

ROUTE 66 HISTORIC TRAIL, this 
national scenic byway has been paved 
since 1937.  This byway provides an 
intriguing look at one of the fi rst routes 
that allowed travel for motorists.

ALBUQUERQUE 
ABQ BIOPARK
   
OLD TOWN ALBUQUERQUE.  His-
toric Old Town has been the heart of 
Albuquerque since the city was founded 
here in 1706. Today, historic Old Town 
Albuquerque is the city’s cultural center, 
with fi ve museums and more than 100 
shops, galleries and restaurants.
 
DOWNTOWN ALBUQUERQUE.  Ar-
chitectural landmarks like the Pueblo 
Deco-style KiMo Theatre and Mission 
Revival-style rail depot are a backdrop 
for the thriving Arts & Culture District. 
Among the diverse offerings, you’ll fi nd 
notable contemporary venues such as 
the museum-style gallery, 516 Arts. 
Funky cafes and live music add to the 
artful energy.
 
NOB HILL.  Adjacent to the University of 
New Mexico (with its fi ne art museums 
and acclaimed performing arts center 
Popejoy Hall), Nob Hill is the city’s 
bastion of bohemianism and art-related 
happenings with distinctive galleries, hip 
boutiques and cool live music venues lin-
ing neon-lit Route 66 (Central Avenue).

HISTORIC ROUTE 66.  The famous 
Route 66 continues to guide visitors 
through Albuquerque, from the volca-
noes on the city’s far west side past the 
ABQ BioPark’s botanical garden and 
aquarium, through historic Old Town 
and the Downtown business district, 
and continuing eastward through the 
University of New Mexico and the 
trendy Nob Hill area, where you’ll fi nd 
many of the city’s best restaurants, 

distinctive shops and boutiques.
SANDIA PEAK AERIAL TRAMWAY.  
The adventure begins as you board the 
tram, already high above the city in the 
foothills of the dramatic Sandia Moun-
tains. Immediately you will be amazed 
as you ride the 2.7-mile Sandia Peak 
Tramway and are whisked gently over 
the canyons and lush forests that lie 
beneath the 10,378-foot Sandia Peak.
 
PETROGLYPH NATIONAL MONU-
MENT preserves some 20,000 rock 
carvings created centuries ago by Native 
Americans and, later, Spanish settlers. 
Easy trails allow close-up views of these 
enigmatic images, sure to captivate kids 
of all ages.

ANGEL FIRE

testimony to many things – not to glorify 
war, but to honor the men and women 
who served, as well as all veterans for 
the selfl ess sacrifi ces they made at their 
country’s bidding.

ARTESIA
ARTESIA HISTORICAL MUSEUM & 
ART CENTER

DERRICK FLOOR & OILFIELD PIO-
NEER MONUMENTS.  Sixth and West 
Main Streets.  The Derrick Floor is 
a bronze artistic representation of a 
four-man crew on a drilling rig.  The 
drilling rig is a 100 percent life-size 
sculpture cut off at approximately 34 
feet in height.  The importance of the 
piece lies not in the equipment, but in 
the men who built the oil patch; there-
fore the four men in the crew are 125 
percent life size.  Accompanying sculp-
tures in the Derrick Floor park depict 
local oilfi eld pioneers who contributed 
signifi cantly to the discovery and de-
velopment of the oil and gas industry 
in Southeast New Mexico.

EDDY COUNTY SHOOTING RANGE

FIRST LADY OF ARTESIA MONU-
MENT. South Third and West Main 
Streets.  The niece of famed cattleman 
John Chisum, Sallie Chisum became a 
strong businesswoman and an impor-
tant developer during the settlement of 
Artesia.  Her accomplishments as an 
entrepreneur, developer and woman 
led her to be known posthumously as 
the First Lady of Artesia.  A bronze 
monument was placed at Third and 

Main in 2003, dedicated to the spirit 
of the pioneer woman.

HERITAGE PLAZA & WALKWAY

HISTORIC TRAIN DEPOT / ARTESIA 
VISITORS CENTER

LAND OF THE SUN

THE TRAIL BOSS. Corner of Main & 
First Streets.  The monumental bronze 
sculpture was unveiled in 2007 as the 
first in a series of three sculptures 
called The Cattle Drive.  The series 
is designed to honor the ranching in-
dustry’s impact on the development of 
Southeast New Mexico.  The second in 
the series, The Vaquero, is located at 
Second and Main. The third and fi nal, 
The Rustler, Is placed  in the round-
about at Second and Texas Ave. 

OCOTILLO

AZTEC
ANGEL PEAK, located on Highway 
44, 23 miles south of Aztec.  This 40 
million-year-old formation, looks like 
a kneeling angel with a broken wing.  
There are picnic areas, a primitive 
campground and numerous trails 
located here.

AZTEC RUINS NATIONAL MONU-
MENT, located near the junction of U.S. 
550 and NM 544, preserves buildings 
and artifacts of the Ancestral Pueblo peo-
ple, from the 1100’s through 1200’s.

SHIPROCK PINNACLE, located 50 
miles west-southwest of Aztec is known 
as “rock with wings.”  This volcanic 
formation rises 1,700 feet above the 
basin fl oor and is sacred to the Navajo 
people.  Please do not climb on the 
formation.

BLOOMFIELD
SALMON RUINS AND HERITAGE 
PARK, located 2 1/2 miles west of 
Bloomfi eld via U.S. Hwy. 64, and about 
10 miles south of Aztec.  This large 
Anasazi ruin was constructed during the 
late 11th century.

CARLSBAD
CARLSBAD CAVERNS NATIONAL 
PARK, from U.S. 285, take NM 62/180 
south to the park.  This park contains 
more than 100 known caves, including 
Lechuguilla Cave – the nation’s deepest 
limestone cave and the third longest.  
The caves weren’t occupied until 1,000 
years ago, when paleo-Indians first 
sought refuge here.  Bats – At dusk 
between May and October, you can 
witness a mass hatch as 300,000 of the 
Mexican freetailers exit the cave.

CARRIZOZO
NORTH — take Highway 54 north 3 
miles, turn right onto Hwy 349 and go 9 
miles to WHITE OAKS, an 1890’s gold 
mining town where you can still pan for 
gold!  An original Schoolhouse (now a 
Museum), a Miner’s Museum, some re-

stored Victorian style buildings, and an 
old Saloon all invite browsing.  The first 
Governor of NM and other notables are 
buried in Cedarvale Cemetery, which 
you will see on your drive on 349 about 
7 miles in.

SOUTH — take Highway 54 south 
28 miles to THREE RIVERS PETRO-
GLYPH NATIONAL RECREATION 
SITE. A rugged trail beginning at the 
visitor’s center goes through thou-
sands of rock carvings created by 
early Native Americans (the Jornada 
Mogollons).  Operated by the Bureau 
of Land Management, the site is open 
to the public year-round.  There is a 
small fee payable upon entry into the 
park area.  Two hiking trails are avail-
able, but no dogs are allowed.

EAST — take Highway 380 east 20 
miles to Capitan, home of SMOKEY 
BEAR MUSEUM AND HISTORICAL 
PARK.  Continue 12 more miles to 
Lincoln, town of Billy the Kid and 
the LINCOLN COUNTY WAR FAME 
for walking tours, museums, restau-
rants and shopping. This place is full 
of history!

WEST — take Highway 380 west 
4 miles to the malpais (Spanish for 
badlands).  The Indians say this 
was once a Valley of Fires, covered 
by lava on at least two occasions.  
Enjoy 44 miles of the scenic lava 
flows, the hiking trails, picnic areas, 
camp grounds and clean rest rooms.  
Handicapped accessible.

EAGLE NEST
CIMARRON CANYON STATE PARK, 
located three miles east of Eagle Nest 
via U.S. 64.  This park is set in the high 
country.  It is the largest wildlife area in 
the state.

FARMINGTON
E3 CHILDREN’S MUSEUM & 
SCIENCE CENTER

RIVERSIDE NATURE CENTER.  Ob-
serve birds and animals from large 
windows overlooking a wetland where 
food and water attract wildlife. Exhibits 
feature the plants and animals of the 
riverside with emphasis on historic 
uses and ecosystems. Outside herb 
and Xeriscape demonstration gardens 
are located adjacent to the facility. The 
Center’s hours vary by season and 
event. Located in Animas Park.  
Phone (505) 599-1422.

HARVEST GROVE FARM & OR-
CHARDS.  A variety of antique tractors 
and early agriculture equipment is on 
display at the Exhibit Barn. The San 
Juan County Farmers’ Market is held 
at the Exhibit Barn during late summer 
and early fall. Call for hours. Located in 
Animas Park. (505) 599-1174.

GALLUP 
NAVAJO CODE TALKER’S MUSEUM.  
The fi nest collection of memorabilia

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from World War II that showcases 
just how much our Native Americans 
sacrifi ced towards the universal cause 
of freedom is situated at The Navajo 
Code Talkers Museum in the Gallup, 
McKinley County Chamber of Com-
merce.  The Navajo Code Talkers used 
their own native language as the basis 
for communication too diffi cult to the 
Germans and Japanese to decipherer.  
Feel free for the fi rst time to look at this 
code and realize just how much our 
Native Americans added to the defense 
and safety of our nation’s soldiers.  No 
view upon WWII is complete without 
knowledge about this individualized skill 
that saved the lives of thousands, and if 
you had or knew someone who served 
in the Pacifi c WWII theatre, they would 
testify that this small group of warriors 
saved more lives than any other aspect 
of American soldiering.  The hours are 
8:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.

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Although this area is known for its mountainous ter-
rain, there are areas that are heavily forested as well 
towards the northern side. 

The Rio Grande River also serves as a natural bound-
ary between Texas and New Mexico. 

The White Sands National Monument in New Mex-
ico lies at an elevation of 4,235 feet. This area con-
tains white colored sand dunes, which are actually 
composed of gypsum crystals. 

The Albuquerque International Balloon Fiesta, 
which is held in October, draws millions of visitors 
from across the globe to watch the colorful hot air bal-
loons rise into the air. 

The Carlsbad Cavern National Park located in 
Southwest New Mexico is known for its beautiful 
‘rooms’ or caves. 

The State of New Mexico records around seven Na-
tional Forests and also includes the Nation’s largest Gila 
National Forest, which is around 3.3 million acre. 

The New Mexico State Parks remain to be a popu-
lar destination with most tourists. A number of approxi-
mately 5 million people visit these parks to discover their 
scenic beauty. 

The largest fi re recorded in New Mexico history hap-
pened on May 4, 2000, at the National Park Service’s 
Bandelier Monument. Due to this fi re, many people had 
to evacuate their homes.

Yet another interesting fact about New Mexico re-
mains to be that this holds the sixth position of the most 
sparsely inhabited US State. 

The fi rst ever-recorded Europeans that moved to New 
Mexico were the Spaniards in their search for gold. 

Torrance County that lies in the town of Manzano, 
New Mexico, holds the center of population. 

The State of New Mexico borders with three other 
states - Colorado, Arizona and Utah.

When it comes to religion, New Mexico records the 
highest percentage of Catholics that is seen in any west-
ern U.S. State. 

Since 1898, when The Indian School was fi lmed in 
New Mexico, many fi lms have used New Mexico as a 
backdrop, which has provided ample job opportunities 
as well.

Although the State of New Mexico is large, it shows 
very little water surface. The total surface water area 
is only 250 square miles.
